Ensure range of questions that require either take away or difference for subtraction
Estimate answers to calculations
Add and subtract numbers using concrete objects, pictorial representations, and mentally, including:
- 2-digit number and ones

— a 2-digit number and tens

—  two 2-digit number (Year 2 objective)
Add numbers mentally, including: combinations of two digit numbers or of three-digit number and
ones
Subtract numbers mentally, including combinations of two digit numbers or of three-digit number
and ones




Begin to add two 2-digit numbers crossing the tens and/or hundred boundaries. Use a column
method of written recording supported by manipulatives (answer less than 200)

Begin to subtract a 2 digit numbers from a 2 digit number crossing the tens using an expanded
method of written recording and manipulatives
